The regional set work qualifying competition for M.A. gymnastics was held at Pipers Vale on Sunday 21st march 2010. The usual high standard of organisation, hospitality and service was provided by the Pipers Vale Club and staff under the watchful eye of Andy Wood and his team.

Please remember that the regional performance teams consist of four gymnasts in each age group, but the NDP Club Grade teams are six per age group up to level 4 and then only four in the level 5 & 6 age groups.
