M.A. REPORT FROM THE RECENT NATIONAL ELITE GRADE, PERFORMANCE GRADE AND NDP FINALS 2010.

The national set work finals have been held over the couple of weekends at Leicester and Birmingham respectively. Once again the East were represented by a variety of gymnasts from the clubs in the region with boys from South Essex, Huntingdon, Pipers Vale, Waveney, Sapphire, Norwich, Marriotts and Colchester all participating at one or other of the weekends.

The detailed results from these competitions can be downloaded from the B.G. website so this report is a summary of the main achievements of those who competed. The region continues to be leader in the M.A.G. field with many of our younger gymnasts following in the footsteps of the older and senior regional gymnasts who have been so successful at the top level of the sport. The quality of the coaching staff from across the region in many of the clubs competing in M.A.G. events is of a high standard and the sharing of ideas, techniques and good practice is evident in the results from so many boys and clubs.

The weekend of May 8th/9th was the elite grade competition at Leicester and each of the individuals taking part is entered by their respective clubs rather than the region. The youngest age group is under nine and level 1. There were nineteen gymnasts from across the country in this category, but only two gymnasts from the East, both from South Essex.

On the Sunday there was a Men’s Setwork Challenge for those boys across the country that had not made their regional teams for the NDP National Finals. The region was represented by several youngsters from around the clubs in the region, but the details of these should be viewed by those interested by going on to the B.G. website.

The Sunday was brought to a close by the Regional Voluntary Team Championship. The East entered a team of five, which included Anthony Hughes, Reiss Beckford, Anthony Wise, Max Whitlock and Alex Hedges. The first four named are South Essex gymnasts and Alex is from Huntingdon. Only Anthony Hughes competed all six pieces of apparatus so the individual placing do not reflect their overall skills. However the team finished in second place with a total score of 238.100 behind Yorkshire with 240.000. A good weekend all round, but the following weekend was the National finals for the Blakeborough Trophy and the Bob Currier Trophy for the best region at Performance and NDP set work grade routines respectively.
As the weekend of the 15th/16th May was a team event for the Blakeborough Trophy for the leading region at Performance Grades and the Bob Currier Trophy for the leading region at NDP set work grades, this report will only identify the team members, the team position for their age group and the position of any individual who finished in the top three places at the national event.
