Treasurer’s report –     Bank accounts £7953.00 current and £117,121.00 deposit.

£10,000.00 outstanding to creditors including ACER refunds.

Sorting out wrinkles in new accounts package.

Second account being opened in order that a 2nd debit card can be issued for the payment of National competition entry.

Finance committee held 23rd February and a number of proposals are put before this committee:


1. Due to changes in vat and charges by 1st4Sport the cost of coaching courses have increased by this 
amount.  The committee accepted the fees need to be increased.


2. Tutor and assessor training – regional funding. Michelle had sent an email to the officers about 
making a claim for this from Gymnastics England. A claim will be made and the number of applicants 
for each discipline will be clarified to match needs. There is funding for the next financial year but it 
may be that the region will have to financially support the training. The finance sub committee will 
review when the information is available.   The exec supported the decision.

3. Paul Hall has been asked to help with the preparation of gymnasts for the Olympics and has a grant 
from BG to help fund a replacement. He has asked for £3,000.00. The sub committee was in broad 
agreement to support his request subject to some clarification, which the chair will address. 

The exec supported the grant subject to the Chair clarifying the grant with P Hall.


4.Gym in Ipswich - extended hours. The association entered a 5 year agreement with Gymnastics in 
Ipswich to host 12 competitions per year. There was no agreement covering over-runs of competitions 
and GiY has asked the sub-committee to look into this. The feeling was that it was not fair not to pay 
for additional hours if competitions do over-run. It was proposed that GiY invoices the region for 
additional time at competitions. 

It was agreed that payment was 
reasonable but that the Chair should clarify why 1 hour rig and 1 
hour de-rig was required in a permanent centre.  If the problem was clearing spectators from the 
arena, they should not be allowed in the gym area.

S&PC courses are likely to be run by 1st4Sport in future.

Regional Judge course at Marriotts, July the region will honour the rebate offered to these judges.

Cheques for courses must be sent only to the Regional Workforce Co-ordinator

Acer refunds have been held up due to problems with the staff at ACER.  It is hoped payments to candidates will be made shortly.

A long and protracted discussion took place about the number of gymnasts that are affiliated to the region and number of clubs that do not pay affiliation on new members through the year.

Whilst all clubs accept members during the year only the initial October payment is received from some.  Various suggestions were  made by committee members but this needs an audit to agree  the actual membership from BG to the number affiliated.

JM  Following the checking of the gymnasts and coaches for a forthcoming WA event a  number of gymnasts were found to be members of more than one club, when they were obviously only training with one, it also found two coaches and one gymnast with lapsed membership and a few who had the wrong level for the competition they had entered..  
The problems with BG numbers is that they don't tally with the clubs records for various reasons: this may be an error on behalf of BG or the club secretary not deleting the gymnasts from club records once they have left or not advising BG when a gymnast transfers to another club.

suggestions to change regional affiliation procedure include; the stopping of the  regional rebate to counties, may mean the affiliation fee could be reduced, taking BG membership list as at 30th September and charging each club  retrospectively, issue a license for competitive gymnasts and ask for a higher regional affiliation.

7         Welfare & Ethics report -  Written report: I am meeting with the other Regional Welfare 
Officers and some of the County Welfare Officers (Sunday21st) at which we will formulate and 
confirm some ideas for the Club Welfare Officers Day which Sally has booked for me at 
Hemel 
Sports Centre for 12th June. We will also report on welfare activities in the counties.


I would like to thank the committee for allowing travel expenses for those who are travelling a long 
distance for the meeting.


The Time to Listen Course has now been updated by the NSPCC CPSU and all tutors and 
would-be tutors will be on a course at Lilleshall on 24th April. I have asked Karly Good 
(Regional 
Welfare Officer) and Verity Adams (County Welfare Officer for Essex) to join me for that 
course, which is financed by BG. This will mean that when I eventually retire from delivering 
these courses and once they have passed their accreditation, there will still be one tutor in the 
north of the region and one in the South.


For the moment I think that is all but questions are always welcomed!

County Representative reports -  

Bedfordshire:  At the AGM held in January the Chairman and Secretary both resigned.    

The Chairman’s role had not been filled but the Secretary appointed is Julia Smith from Harlequin 
GC.  As Janine Musson was acting Treasurer and agreed to do this on a temporary basis 
until 


the AGM, the new Treasurer appointed is Clare Baxter from Trust GC.  A committee meeting 
followed but was mainly concerned with setting up dates for training and competitions for the year.


On 24th February a meeting was held and Janine Musson was appointed Chair.    A county trial for 
WA was held on 21st February and the selection of gymnasts for the county squad has now been 
completed and clubs informed of those selected.    The county coaches are Helen Matthews and Nikki 
Gundry.


Dates have now been set for County training every month throughout the year and Acrobatics are also 
joining the WA county squad at these events to make use of the floor and tumble track.


At the above meeting one club felt it was unfair that the Exec. was not prepared to pay the entry fee for 
Elite gymnasts and only NDP level gymnasts.   The cost implication was explained to those present 
and also that in the past Elite level gymnasts were by direct entry and were paid for by individual 
clubs.    Due to the large entry last year, a qualifier has been put on to the Region for this year but this 
may not continue in future and therefore clubs would be paying for their own gymnasts.

Cambridge -  We have not have an official meeting but there was a get together and we spoke about the WTC , county squads and clinics.  Suggestions have been put to the WTC regarding regional squads and  the over 12 gymnasts. A suggestion of an assembly for the over 12 perhaps meeting 4 times a year at regional squad would benefit them and this will still mean they can be entered for inter-county competitions.

SE the WTC matter must be discussed at a WTC meeting,  not an executive matter but it is appreciated that this has been the subject of a number of views.

Essex:  -    Written report -  The Essex Association welcomed a new committee member Julie Ewenson from Havering Sports Acrobatics Club. 

Essex Gymnastics are still very concerned that there are no over 12 sections to the Regional Women’s Artistic Gymnastics Squad; a letter was subsequently drafted by the secretary and the chairman following on from the January meeting. The drafted letter was approved by the committee at the February meeting, and sent to Sally Echlin in her capacity as chairperson for the ECGA Executive Committee. 

This letter was then passed to the Annie Price as Chairperson of the Regional WTC; and a response has since been received. This has been circulated to all members of the Essex Committee for further discussion at the March meeting. 

The Essex letter has subsequently prompted responses from the Cambridgeshire Gymnastics Committee and Norfolk Gymnastics Committee; both making suggestions / observations, to the WTC in response to the Essex concerns. 

Whilst full discussion has not yet taken place at an Essex meeting; a number of responses have been received from some or our members, supporting the Cambridgeshire proposal. 

Points for discussion at the next county meeting include: 

1. The Cambridgeshire proposal to include gymnasts up to and including Espoir and Junior British age groups; this would go some way to address the issue raised by Essex. 

2. Norfolk’s observation, that when the WTC was originally set up it was one vote per county, with any fundamental changes being referred back to county committees before decisions are made. 

3. The current unequal representation of counties on the WTC; with a view to putting forward a motion for the running of sub committees through a potential amendment to the regional constitution; to formalise the process on decision making at sub committees, to ensure all views are heard. 

There are a number of clubs within Essex that do not appear to have affiliated to the region; the Essex Competition Organiser is still to check with Jenni Morgan as to the current position. 
Note if a club is shown on the regional website it is affiliated. 
There is still concern that clubs are not affiliating all their members to the region; and specific concerns have been sent by email to Jenni Morgan. The response is still outstanding at the time of writing this report. JM I responded on 22nd January asking that if evidence of this is provided I will act.

Essex are to reimburse all National Judges 50% of their course fees along with 50% of their travel costs; the travel costs for the Brevet Judges has also been reimbursed to 50% of the cost incurred. 

Great Baddow Gymnastics Club was visited by the county secretary; but further approval of the club and facility were required. Debbie Morgan has undertaken this on behalf of the county. 

Concerns were raised that regional information is only available online; there are still some members in Essex that wish to have information sent by post as they do not have access to either a computer or printer. Could the regional executive please provide information as to how individuals can register for information by post, in the future? In particular, information on coaching courses.  JM has requested the name of clubs who would like to receive  information by post. 

County Squad trials are now complete and the County Squad has been approved and circulated to all Essex clubs. 

Dates for the county squad sessions have also been confirmed and will take place in a variety of venues around Essex.  
Steve Spinlove; Essex County Coach, is currently looking at running a summer training camp for 2011, and will be approaching venues within the region for this.

All competition dates for 2010 have now been agreed and venues booked. 

The County Handbook has now been finalised and circulated to all clubs either by post or email; depending upon their preference. 

Essex now has two new Men’s Artistic Gymnastics, Regional Level judges. 

Sports Acrobatics: Essex will be holding their first County Championships, which is scheduled for 27th June 2010 at Havering Sports Acrobatics Club. 

Cartwheels Gymnastics Club requested dispensation from the county for Rebecca Brady to revert back to recreational level competitions; this was refused on the grounds that she has already competed
Compulsory Level 5.  JM 1/3/10 : Is that correct as I have looked at the scores for 2009/2008 and the gymnast is not listed - JM

Debbie Morgan raised the issue of coaching clinics; Charlie Burrows is offering to run a tumbling clinic for the county; Julie Belemore to investigate and has been given approval to book this. 

The latest club management course advised that the ‘Dive Forward Roll’ should not be taught to recreational gymnasts; the guidance is on the British Gymnastics web site under General Gymnastics. The exclusion has not yet been incorporated into the WTC’s Recreational Apparatus rules 2010; we will ask our representative to raise this at the next WTC meeting. (It is in the Women’s Code of Points; and the current rules allow any ‘A’ skill from the code) 

Judging Courses; Essex were made aware of the availability of funding from Sport Essex to qualify additional judges at Regional Level. Essex requested that a course could be run in Tiptree for Essex Judges at no cost to the region, via Michelle Ellis back in mid December; we subsequently made some tentative enquiries for a venue and associated costs, and to then be told that the Regional Judging Course Organiser (Denise Woolf), had refused the Essex request. 

This was raised at the January meeting, and several members raised the request again with Denise; she advised that interested judges would need to submit their names to Michelle Ellis and then providing that there were enough for a course, this might then get approved. Again, emphasis was made that this would be a fully funded course, with no minimum numbers required, and that there would be no cost to the region; Denise would not comment further and suggested that name were submitted. Essex coordinated the gathering of names from four clubs, totalling 15 judges, and passed them on to Michelle Ellis; again approval for a course was denied by Regional Course Organiser for Judging, as the judges were not yet eligible for the Regional Judging Award. 

This was then taken to the Regional WTC; and again it was denied. A letter was subsequently received from Annie Price as a final statement on the matter. We understand that the WTC believes that judges can only express a wish to take their next level award once they have judges the minimum 1 year and judged the minimum 3 competitions. 

Essex are very unhappy with this situation; funding is difficult enough to come by, without having it made it even more difficult by the regions interpretation of the guidance. The funding available is to qualify officials and is not guaranteed to be there for very long; there are other sports that are making bids for this. Once it has gone, it’s gone; it’s unlikely to be there for very long; hence why Essex were attempting to be proactive in setting up a course, rather that the reactive method the WTC proposes. 

The judges that have expressed an interest would potentially have met the minimum criteria by the time of the proposed exam in August. However, with the WTC’s recent intransigence on the matter, it may now make the full funding of a course less likely; to the detriment of the regions members based in Essex. It’s a sad day when funding opportunities like this are missed. The matter is currently with the National WTC. 
The issues raised by Essex were discussed at length.  
AP asked for guidance on the issues  raised and appear to be accepted at the time and are then subject to concerns at a later stage.  It is suggested that on any matter that requires a decision, a show of hands is made.   County representative are appointed with the knowledge that the county relies on them to make any decision on their behalf.  In future if any matter  requires a decision it can be placed on the Agenda, giving time for the county representative to seek advice, if they so wish.  If a matter is raised during the meeting the representative can vote yes,  no or abstain.

Hertfordshire – Written report - Tracey Royle the new H.D.O. attended the January meeting of the association, she has been contacting and visiting clubs and she talked about her role in the county.

Our March county grades, thanks in part to Sapphire, will be well supported by the boys.

At present Marriotts are upgrading their domestic facilities as they will be hosts to the Belgian gymnastics team in April.

With the top M.A. boys in higher squads, we do not have enough to make a county squad viable. This month, Derek Trotter had an informal county training session at Marriotts, it worked well and another is planned for this month.

A little larger than normal, the W.A. squad is working well, the two sessions so far have been well supported. There are a good number of Hot-Shots and these young girls work hard.

Cheerleading is growing around the county, often as a holiday activity but there are some groups within W.A. clubs. I have no news of acrobatics or trampoline activities.   
Norfolk:   Continuing with a development and junior squad and have now incorporated an over 12 squad.

Four clubs in the county for boys.

Recently held the Compulsory and Club Grades competition which is used as a warm-up for the regional qualifiers.

Next competition is the Club Grades 14 - 9

Committee Reports 
WTC -   Following the last WTC meeting an issue previously raised and agreed was reversed and it is  now  confirmed  that apparatus medals will be presented to the next in line if the medal winner is not present.  This follows BG rules.

Surprised that what was thought as an agreed matter of having a 12 and under squad at the last meeting became the subject of many phone calls and letters.   Again a discussion of events by members of the executive committee that were present  at that WTC meeting took place and advise from other committee members was heard.
AP: Judging course that was quoted in Essex's letter is I believe is ring fenced for gymnastics and not just for judging.
There is an expression of interest form on the regional web site under regional courses (to be circulated to county secretaries) and candidates of any course can complete on line and send to Michelle Ellis.  
Once Michelle has a number of candidates she can speak to tutors and find available dates.  

JM: With regard to the WTC committee and the appointment of committee the region's terms of reference and voting right of each sub committee is confirmed as follows:

The Technical committee appointed annually and ratified by the Executive .

Each discipline will appoint a Course organiser to work with the regional course organiser - the region no longer has a course organiser role and the RWDC not allowed to be an actual committee member nor vote as she is employed by Gymnastics England. 
The other officers of the Technical Committee secretary, judge convenor and competition organiser are appointed by the Technical committee.  Each has a vote with the Chair a casting vote 

Each County will appoint a Representative to serve on the Technical Committee  Each has a vote

Regional coach would have a vote as he/she is appointed.  At present the Regional Coach is employed so again cannot vote as he is guided/instructed by the Chair and management panel of the technical committee 
MTC –   Written report - J Pawsey is unable to attend today so can members consider his recent MTC report (already circulated) as the most up to date information regarding men’s artistic.

May I order the T-shirts in readiness for this years national set and regional teams finals? If yes do I go through ordering with Ross Grant or is there a different route?

Do we know whether BG television are likely to attend the regional qualifier at Pipers Vale on Sunday 21st March? No, maybe Pipers Vale  may know.

 

The attendance at regional squads has been poor as some parents at a couple of clubs are saying " They are not prepared to pay £8 per session, ie £72 for the nine sessions in the year, when there is travelling costs as well as a loss of training at their own clubs on Sundays. Hence they are then paying two sets of fees". Although the sessions are now 4 hours rather than 3 hours, as it was last year, can we ask for £6 in order to ensure attendance is improved?
The committee felt that training should take place around the region.  Why are the sessions only 3/4 hours  long?  the executive  would like JP to respond to this request before commenting on fees.. 

 

I would appreciate some feedback as soon as possible as I need to chase up money with clubs etc to pass on to the regional treasurer.

 

One other point is that any club who may get Awards for All type funding for their clubs, may be asked to produce receipts for justification of items bought. This might involve funding for attendance on courses and therefore perhaps the region should consider receipting all moneys paid by clubs for various things to prevent any embarrassment in the future.  SE: the Cheque Act covers payments, meaning that the banks are obliged to confirm a cheque payment under the law.  This originates before my time and was considered to be an unnecessary demand on the treasurer's time.   Alf does receipt occasionally if it is important but if he did it every time he receives payment, it would constitute a lot of receipts!!  If it is to show Awards for All, I am sure that there would be no problem. 

 
Acrobatic Gymnastics  –   Written report:  The Regional Schools Acrobatics Competition was held on 7th February with a larger entry than last year.   There were 14 judges which enabled the floor to run with two panels on the floor and tumbling with three panels.    This facilitated greatly the running of the programme enabling the competition to finish earlier than anticipated.     Many schools have very favourably complimented on the organisation and running of the competition.   The entries have been made to the National Finals which are being held on 8th & 9th May at Fenton, Stoke-on-Trent.

The Regional Prelims for NDP are being held on 28th February and 7th March due to the large number of entries.   The 28th February will be for Grade 1 and part of Grade 2 and the 7th March for the remainder of Grade 2, Grades 3, 4 and International 1.   The winners of each section will then be forwarded to the National Finals which are being held on 15th & 16th May at Fenton, Stoke-on-Trent.    So far it would appear that we have a good number of judges for each day.

Regional Squad Training is in hand especially for the winners to train together before the National Finals.   A date is being arranged for regional squad training following the NDP Reg. Prelims.


Trampoline Gymnastics – Competition 10th January cancelled due to the weather and re-scheduled 24th January.  However due to changes with the competition the agreed meeting on that day was postponed and will take place at Saffron Waldon on 21st March.  Saffron Waldon is a new venue for the region.

English Championship selection needs is to be arranged

Details regarding regional squad to be discussed with the region treasurer.


General Gymnastics -  Written report -  Forthcoming competitions for the year include: 
Regional Recreational Levels 1 & 3 Apparatus SIMS Gymnastics, Peterborough 14th March 2010 

There are 168 entries for this competition. 

Other competitions include the Regional Recreational Level 3 Apparatus and Group Floor Championships have been scheduled for 16th May 2010, and will take place Salto Gymnastics, Luton. The closing date for entries is 17th April. The Regional Recreational Level 4 & 5 Apparatus Championships will take place at Marriotts Gymnastics Centre, Stevenage on the 18th July; with the closing date for entries of 19th June. 

The remaining competitions for the second half to the year include: Pairs Championships; date to be confirmed, Rhythmic Championships; date to be confirmed – both competitions will take place in Peterborough at the Jack Hunt School. The Level 4 & 5 Floor and Vault Championships; 28th November, and the Trampette and Tumbling Championships; 12th December will take place at Marriotts and Salto Gymnastics respectively. 

We are also incorporating, for the first time, a regional Teamgym Championships to run alongside the Trampette and Tumbling Championships in December; to cater for those clubs that are currently working Teamgym Gymnastics. Anett Allsop is very kindly assisting with the regional rules for this competition; but is likely to follow the National TTC modified rules to some extent. 

All dates have now been published on the regional web site; along with the General Gymnastics Handbook, competition rules and application forms. 

An amendment has been made to the requirements of several General Gymnastics organised competition rules to remove the ‘Dive Forward Roll’. This follows the statement issued by British Gymnastics on the 12 June 2009: 

“The skill of a dive forward roll is not in the syllabus of the Cycle 6 Club Coach Level 3 award. A dive forward roll is considered to be a high-risk element for recreation based and trained gymnasts and therefore should not be included in recreational gymnastic programmes” – British Gymnastics Education Department 
Date of next meeting is 13th March 2010 
10.   Regional Workforce Development  Co-ordinator – Michelle had circulated her report to members of the committee prior to the meeting.  

The BG system for online registration for Level 1 & Level 2 coaching courses has caused extra work for RWDC.  This system had not previously been tested and  as with any system there are problems to be worked through.  Michelle intends to circulate her report to members two weeks before each committee meeting so that any information can be digested prior to that meeting.

Regional Development Officer –    Sarah Parker began her role as the Norfolk and 
Cambridgeshire County Development Officer on January 4th 2010. 

Newmarket Gymnastics Club and Trust Gym Club have now received GymMark accreditation. I will be arranging meetings with the 2 clubs very soon to present them with their plaques.  

.  The first Regional Disability Festival will take place on Sunday 28th March at the City of Peterborough Gymnastics Club. The day is going to be run as a drop in session, allowing children with all disabilities to participate at any point throughout the day. The day will run from 10am – 3pm and displays of General Gymnastics and Cheerleading will take place around lunchtime. There will be fully qualified British Gymnastic coaches on different pieces of apparatus including, trampoline, Vault and floor. If you know of someone who may be interested in attending the festival then please tell them to contact me
Plans for the Regional club conference are now well under way. The Conference will take place on the 19th and 20th June 2010. Paul Hall is currently in the process of sorting lecturers and key note speakers. Information including flyers, a letter of invitation and a booking form will go out to all clubs within the next couple of weeks. 

Gymnastics England is hosting its first Annual Development Awards in 2010. The Awards Night will be in conjunction with the Gymnastics England Club Conference which is set to take place on the 12th and 13th of June, 2010 at Loughborough, Burleigh Court. The Awards Night will take place on the evening of Saturday 12th June.

JM:  A letter received from a club who wished to affiliate 5 gymnasts.  The club despite reminders did not pay BG membership until recently and have only paid regional affiliation this week as gymnasts wanted to enter a competition.

Following a discussion about the club it was agreed to accept the affiliation but a letter to the club will be sent setting out the concerns of the executive.

Complaint regarding the regional awards procedure.  The complainant  felt it was unfair that a club could nominate its own members.  The committee was sorry that the person did not realize clubs could nominate their own members but mentioned that no other club could appreciate or know what their own volunteer or club official actually did.  Before the next awards event  a meeting is to be convened to discuss the award categories and the above point will be raised.  

Following a check of BG membership for gymnasts and coaches for a WA event it was discovered that an acrobatics gymnastics club had affiliated 59 gymnasts to the region but BG show a current membership of 554.  JM to dealt asap.

JM: At committee meetings over the last year or so  there has been a number of reports that are pages long and at times hard to read and digest the topics during the time we have allowed for the meeting.  This is especially true  if the author is not present or when a decision is asked for. IDC Diamonds Gymnastics Club recently competed in the Southern Qualification for the British Championships, where their Disabilities team qualified for the finals of the British Championships. 
This is the first team from Eastern Region for a number of years to take part in and successfully qualify for the British Championships in Teamgym Gymnastics.

Next meeting SUNDAY 23rd May 2010 Huntingdon Gymnastics Club,  to commence at 10.30am
